Frank Kendrick

he 2025 Wally Potter
Memorial Award winner
is Frank Kendrick. Re-
cipients of this award must be
a Tech graduate, must have played o
sport, coached or been involved in the
Tech Athletic program in some way, or
has supported the Tech Athletic pro-
gram, Tech Academic program, or ATHS
Alumni Association activities in some
important way since their graduation.
Frank has met all of these require-
ments.

Frank Kendrick, graduated from Arse-
nal Tech in 1970, where he was All-City
as a Junior, an Indiana All Star and
All American as a Senior. Frank was a
proud Tech Titan and was inducted in
the Arsenal Tech Athletic Hall of Fame
in 2002. Frank led the Indiana All Star
Squad in both scoring and rebounding
in 2 games versus the Kentucky All
Stars where he was named the Indio-
napolis Star, Star of Stars.

Frank then went on to have an incred-
ible career at Purdue University, where
he was one of 55 players in Purdue
Boilermaker history to amass 1,000
points, scoring 1,269 in 3 seasons. He
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was the Purdue MVP his junior and se-
nior years, was All Big Ten his junior
and senior year, and was a 1974 All
American. Frank led his team to the
1974 NIT Championship where he was
the NIT MVP.

He was then drafted by the Golden
State Warriors, where he was part
of the 1975 championship team. He
then joined the Baltimore Claws. an
ABA team, which folded shortly after.
Mid-season he decided to try his hand
at playing in Europe, where he met his
lovely wife, Mieke. He played profes-
sionally in Kortrijk, Marienburg, and
Charleroi, Belgium as well as in Caen
and Paris, France from 1975 to 1985.
He ended his professional playing co-
reer in Geneva Switzerland as a player-
coach.

When he returned to the US in 1985
he worked as an insurance agent be-
fore resuming his baskethall career in
1989 as an Assistant Coach at Purdue.
His time playing and coaching at Pur-
due were some of the best years of
his life. His coaching and recruiting at
Purdue helped lead the Boilers to win
3 siraight outright Big Ten Titles in

1994, 95, and 96. At that point the 90s
were the winningest decade in Purdue
baskethall history. He then became the
Head Coach and Director of Baskethall
Operations for the Gary Steelheads, a
(BA team, in 2000. By 2010 Frank was
serving as the Assistant Athletic Director
and Varsity Baskethall Coach at Tech.
In addition to his induction to the
Tech Athletic Hall of Fame, Frank was
inducted into the Indiana Basketball
Hall of Fame in 2002 and the Purdue
University Hall of Fame in 2016. He
was also honored with the Hanson H.
Anderson Award in 1990 and the Karl
Stipher Award in 2010. He eventually
slowed down in Fishers, IN, after run-
ning a successful organization of Ken-
drick Baskethall Camps, giving private
baskethall lessons, and working as an
Instructional Assistant at Noblesville
High School before he officially retired
in the summer of 2024. Unfortunately,
Frank passed away in December of
2024 hbefore he could receive this
award. His eldest son, Kristof, accepted
this award in his honor on Alumni Day.

Tech Alumni Association Awards Ceremony comied ron o poge

The 2025 President’s Award goes
to Kundis Johnson Adkins, MD.
Recipients of the President’s Award must be
a Tech graduate or must have supported the
Tech students, faculty, parents or Alumni in
some significant way or must have demon-
strated a behavior or accomplishment that
embodies the Tech Spirit, bringing positive
recognition to Tech High School and “doing
Tech proud” in an area not recognized by
the other major Tech Alumni awards. Kan-
dis certainly meets those requirements.

Dr. Kandis Johnson Adkins is a proud Ar-
senal Tech High School graduate, class of
2000. Dr. Adkins was enrolled in the Tech
Math/Science Magnet program. While a
Tech student she participated in a plethora
of sports and extracurricular adiivities and
was a member of the Tech Legion and the
National Honor Society.

Dr. Adkins completed her undergraduate
studies at Florida A&M University, where
she worked as a mentor in the SSTRIDE
program (for high school and undergradu-
ate pre-med students) and tutored under-
graduate students in chemistry, physics,
and calculus. She attended medical school
at Indiana University. Upon graduation Dr.
Adkins trained in Anesthesiology at IU and
then continued with fellowship fraining in
crifical care at Duke University.

After completing her post-graduate frain-
ing, Dr. Adkins helped start a closed ICU
program for the cardiovascular and tho-
racic infensive care unit at University of
Louisville Heart Hospital. Since arriving in
Louisville in 2015, Dr. Adkins has been in-
volved in numerous university, hospital, and
community-based programs to contribute to
the overall health of Louisvillians. She cur-
rently serves as the President of Falls City
Medical Society in Louisville. Dr. Adkins also
serves as the Assistant Program Director of
the Critical Care Anesthesiology fellowship
program, co-chair of the cardiogenic Shock
team and Director of Problem-Based Learn-
ing for pre-clinical medical students. She
was promofed to Associate Professor in
2023 and continues fo grow as a leader,
educator, and clinician.

Dr. Adkins and her husband and children
faithfully come back to Indianapolis each
year to the Tech campus for Alumni Day.

The Karl J. Stipher Award recipi-
ent for 2025 is Jon Little, a member of
Tech’s Visual Arts Department. This award
was established to recognize people, wheth-
er or not they are Tech graduates, who have

dedicated themselves to Arsenal Technical
High School by having had a positive influ-
ence on Tech in many aspects, worked with
students, or made contributions in several
other areas.

Jon started his career in the Indianapo-
lis Public Schools in the fall of 2007 as a
teacher at Brookside Elementary (IPS #54).
In the fall of 2009, he came to Tech where
he found his home. In the spring of 2010,
he started the boy's rugby team. He was
head coach from 2010 - 2016 winning the
Division 2 State Championship in 2013. He
assisted in restarting the team, now called
City Rughy, in 2024

Empty Bowls is an infernational program
that was started locally in May of 2015.
Jon has been working with Jodi Krummel
(mother of a Tech graduate) in her studio,
Get Dirty Ceramics, in the Murphy Building
in Fountain Square. In 2017, the event was
moved fo the 1st Friday in February, and it
has been held in this space every year since
then. They have averaged between $400
and $1200 each year, with a grand total of
over 57500 raised for the Titan Food Bank
at Tech with some covering costs related to
running the event. He also supports the
Food Bank by making pottery, selling it,
and donating the proceeds to the paniry.
Last year the Tech Jazz combo played down
the hall. Next year's event is February 6,
2026.

Jon is also a frequent visitor to the Tech
Centennial Museum. He has made the mu-
seum volunteers work aprons that feature
an image inspired by the famous Robert
Indiana LOVE statue. This image features
the letters T-E-CH configured in a block, like
Mr. Indiana’s L-0-V-E. Josh is also formulat-
ing plans for making a large metal statue
of this Tech logo for the area just outside the
Media Center.

Jon has definitely had a positive influence
on Tech, ifs students, and its Alumni.

The Honorary Tech Graduate
for 2025 is Josh Goodman. This
award is given periodically to one or more
people who did not attend or graduate from
Tech High School but have made significant
contributions to Tech High School and/or to
the ATHS Alymni Association.

Josh Goodman, a nafive of Ohio and an
Eagle Scout, received his bachelor's degree
in music education from the University
of Louisville in 2015, where among other
things he founded the school’s cycle team.
While in school he was also a member of

The Academy Drum and Bugle Corps in the
mellophone section and in his last year
drum maijor, assisting in the logistical as-
pects of compefing in Drum Corps Inferng-
tional events.

Upon graduation, his first teaching posi-
tion was at Hauser Jr/Sr High School in
Hope, IN. At Hauser he was involved in all
aspects of music education and served as
golf coach. In 2019 he accepted a position
at the Beech Grove (IN) middle school where
he was instrumental in restarting the jozz
band programs in Beech Grove's middle and
high school.

The fall of 2021 brought Josh to Tech. He
founded and is the lead director of the In-
dianapolis Public Schools’ All-City Marching
Band, a collective marching band for stu-
dents from 3 of IPS" high schools. The band
competes in regional and national competi-
tions and performs for Indianapolis commu-
nity events like the Indianapolis 500 Parade
and the NBA All-Star Opening Ceremony. He
also founded the Freddie Hubbard Memorial
Juz Fest, an annual jozz festival celebrating
the legacy of Freddie Hubbard and jozz
music in IPS, in partnership with community
partners such as the Indianapolis Jazz Foun-
dation. He started the IPS All-City Juzz Band
with students from all 4 of the IPS' public
high school music programs.

In his spare time, Josh has been a volunteer
with the Columbus (IN) Symphony Orches-
tra. He helped found the Youth Concerfo
Competition, a competition for students in
Bartholomew and surrounding counties to
win a cash prize and an opportunity fo per-
form with the orchestra, assists with concert
day logistics, including programs and ticket-
ing, and acts as spokesperson and media
relations liaison for The Republic (the daily
newspaper in Columbus).

Josh has assisted students with post-
secondary goals. Three students from
All-City Marching Band received full ride
scholarships this past year to their selected
universities, including one to Notre Dame.
He leads the ATHS pep band, including co-
ordinating with the Athlefic Department on
logistics and creating connections with com-
munity partners for food and transportation
for band students.

The Tech Alumni Association is proud to of
ficially make Josh Goodman a Titan.

The 2025 Duane Blankenhorn
Award goes to Timothy Sch-
neider. The Duane Blankenhorn Award
is given to an ATHS Alumni Board member

(or advisor) who has served on the board
for at least 5 years as an officer or in a posi-
tion of responsibility. A second-generation
Board (yes - his parents were active with
the Alumni Board), has more than met the
qualifications for this award.,

Tim graduated from Tech in 1969 preceded
by eight family members and received a
Bachelor of Fine Arts from Herron School
of Art & Design, Indiana University in 1975.
After college Tim was a substitute teacher.
Many of those days were spent right back at
Tech in the Art Department and in Automo-
tive, a subject he knew nothing about. He re-
members being at Tech for nearly six weeks
and being threatened with being fired for
showing non-IPS approved movies. Tim did
freelance artwork before landing art direc-
tor jobs in marketing and advertising. Dur-
ing the late 1970s he also volunteered on
the Alumni Board and was treasurer for a
while.

In 1981, Tim moved fo San Francisco and
continued working in art. May 1986 - No-
vember 1988, he was a Practical Support
volunteer for the Shanti Project providing
house cleaning and errand running for men
living with HIV/AIDS. He eventually bought
the business where he worked and began
producing prototype packaging for photo
shoots and TV commercials, but computer
art programs put him out of business. He
reinvented his resume fo be geared to
production management. He worked in ce-
ramics, mail order catalog, and eventually
a publishing company that produced mago-
zines for the Bay Area sports and market-
ing, and subscription magazines including
San Francisco. Later he purchased his pet
sitter’s client list that served several north
bay towns. When he started thinking about
affordability of retirement and summer
wildfires were getting too close for comfort,
he opted fo return to Indianapolis after sell
ing his home and business.

Once back here in 2019, the ATHS Alumni
Association and the Alumni Museum beck-
oned his name. In 2023 he was named
Alumni Museum Director and set out fo
reimagine and rework the museum to bet-
ter serve its visitors. The Alumni Association
now has confacts with the Crispus Attucks
Museum, the Indianapolis Museum of Art,
and the Indiana Historical Society due to
Tim's hard work. The display cases in the
Museum are just the fip of the iceberg show-
ing the hard work that Tim has done on the
Alumni Association’s behalf.

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Centennial Museum News & Needs

1862 American Flag. The museum
embarked on a quest to replicate the
34-star American flag that for many
years has been displayed only on
Alumni Day. The flag was found in
a campus closet by Marilyn Hicks
Hoffman ‘60 while she was a math
teacher at Tech. In the early 2000s
it was patched and repaired allow-
ing it to hang from ties along the top
horizontal edge. Though it has been
handled with utmost care by a mini-
mum of five people wearing latex or
cotton gloves, it still developed new
holes, thin spots, and bad seams. Af-
ter this year’s June Alumni Day, we
knew that its continued use would
likely result in additional damage.
We decided to have it replicated. The
question was by whom. We saw a TV
news segment featuring Toniane Jef-
fers who makes mascot costumes for
the Fever, Fuel, and Pacers. We got
an almost immediate excited reply.
She met us in Arsenal room 7 where
the flag was laid out for measuring
and photos. It is 18’ long by 8’ tall
and the red & white stripes are in-
consistent heights. It was made by
hand when no es-
tablished speci-
fications existed
for proportion,
placement of the
stars, or exact
colors. Not all
the stars point
straight upward.
The replica will
have consistency
except the stars
will match the
original as close-
ly as possible to
maintain old to
new continuity.

The replica will arrive in time for
Alumni Day 2026 and will be avail-
able for use on other occasions by
the Alumni and the school. The origi-
nal 1862 flag is probably the most
treasured and valuable item in our
museum and too fragile and large
to display anywhere on campus. The
replica will allow more opportuni-
ties for students, faculty, and alumni
to view and appreciate its historical
significance. The cost of replicating
the flag has been fully paid for by
Cathy Rott Nuzum ‘70 to honor her
great-great-grandfather and his twin
brother. Both fought in the Civil War.
The Alumni and museum are truly
grateful to have a benefactor for this
project.

Oral Histories. The museum has some
bound oral histories, from Tech’s 1962
50th anniversary to memoirs penned
by students, faculty, plus neighbor-
ing communities. And we want you
to contribute. We have some new
submissions from class reunions and
letters. One is called ‘Growing Up in
Brightwood'. These can be memories
of Tech events, day to day memo-
ries, or your ‘Tech’ neighborhood.
Think of things like favorite teacher
or class, pep rallies, receiving an

award, making the band/orchestra/
choir/sports team/cheer squad, the
cafeteria’s beef Manhattans, going
to or from school, someone who
held a door for you, a special date/
friend. Tell us your favorite memories
surrounding Tech.

Hall of Fame. We have received only
one new submission for our Tech Hall
of Fame. It doesn’t have to be an ‘ev-
erybody knows your name’ kind of
fame, but something you or another
alumnus received recognition for. A
former Tech JROTC instructor submit-
ted Dennis M. Baltimore, a JROTC
alumnus, who enlisted after gradu-
ation and rose in rank to Colonel.
Some other Famers are Joseph
Hayes, Enoch DeMar, and Dr. Kan-
dis Johnson Adkins.
